

      Detailed Description of Photos Supplied
PHOTO A :-
Photo A is looking at the front view of the house from a standing position, It is taken from just left of centre. As you can see with a front door in the centre of the building, and a window on the right hand side of the building, on the left hand side there is a double wide door space which was a an alteration for the buildings later use as a storage barn it would originally have been a window like 

the one on the right.

PHOTO B :-
Photo B is looking at the front view of the house from a standing position, It is taken from slightly further away position looking towards the buildings from the east side. You can see the same 

features as Photo A with the addition of seeing more of the surroundings and the buildings it is attached too. Also visible is the road that passes through.

PHOTO C :-
Photo C is looking at the front view of the house from a standing position, It is taken from slightly further away position looking towards the buildings from the west side. You can see the same 

features as Photo A and B with the addition of seeing more of the surroundings and the buildings it is attached too from the west side. Also visible is the  same road that passes through in Photo B.

PHOTO D :-
Photo D is taken from standing inside on the ground floor of the house from a standing position, It is the view looking from the west side looking across to the east side of the building. As you look at the photo you can see the front door opening on the left, also visible is a ladder (centre) leading up to the upstairs which originally would have been a staircase, there is also a doorway on the top right of the photo which was another alteration to give access to the adjoining building both these changes would have been made when it was altered into a storage barn.

PHOTO E :-
Photo E is taken from standing inside on the ground floor of the house from a standing position, It is the view looking from the east side looking across to the west side of the building. As you look at the photo you can see the same front door and ladder ( as Photo B ) on the right of the photo. In the middle of the far off wall you can see a square section which would have been originally a fire place but it was filled in, in the 1950s.

PHOTO F :-
Photo F is taken from standing inside on the ground floor of the house from a standing position, It is the view looking up from the stairwell looking at the partition wall upstairs. As you can see on the partition wall has the original wallpaper which is untouched from when the building was last lived in. All timber visible in this photo from around the stairwell, the partition wall and the roof timbers from the rafters to the sarking boards is original.

PHOTO G :-
Photo G is taken from standing inside on the upstairs level of the house from a standing position, It is the view looking from the east side looking across to the west side of the building. As you look at the photo you can see the view from where one room would have been along what would have been a corridor to the other room on the other side of the upstairs which is described in Photo J. You can also see the gap in the floor where you gain access up and down. Also visible is the same partition as described in Photo F. All timber visible in this photo from the floor,  the partition wall and the roof timbers from the rafters to the sarking boards is original.

PHOTO H :-
Photo H is taken from standing inside on the upstairs level of the house from a standing position, It is the view looking from the room described in Photo G at the velux roof window, at the front of the building looking north and marked on the upstairs floor plan. It is the best view of the window as the gap for the stairs is close to it so you can't get any nearer. All timber visible in this photo from the roof timbers from the rafters to the sarking boards is original. 

PHOTO I :-
Photo I is taken from standing inside on the west side of the upstairs level of the house from a standing position, It is the view looking out from the room described in Photo J, from the velux roof window at the front of the building looking north and marked on the upstairs floor plan.

PHOTO J :-
Photo J is taken from standing inside on the west side of the upstairs level of the house from a standing position, It is the view looking from the west side across to the east side of the building. As you look at the photo you can see the view from one room along what would have been a corridor to the room on the other side of the upstairs which is described in Photo G. All timber visible in 

this photo from the floor, side of the partition wall and the roof timbers from the rafters to the sarking boards used is original.

PHOTO K :-
Photo K is taken from standing inside on the west side of the upstairs level of the house from a standing position, It is the view looking on the west side looking at the other side of the partition wall described in Photo F. As you look at the photo you can see on the left side of the photo the same velux roof window described in Photo I. The condition of the partition wall which is the original untouched from when it was a house. All timber visible in this photo from the floor, the partition wall and the roof timbers from the rafters to the sarking boards is original.

PHOTO L :-
Photo L is looking at the back view of the house, It is taken from a standing position on the east side. From this view you can see you are standing at an elevated position because the house was built up against a bank of ground, You can also see the adjoining buildings to the house. This view also gives you the opportunity to see the view to the north of the building and the mountains in the distance.

PHOTO M :-
Photo M is still the same view looking at the back of the house, It is taken from a standing position slightly further round on the east side of the building than Photo L. From this view you see the same information described in Photo L from the adjoining buildings to the view of the mountains in the distance.
