Photograph 2. Camera pointing NE across bows. Diver placing sandbags near bow of wreck. Timbers in front of diver may be keel. Direction of view same as Photograph 1. 





Photograph 3. Camera pointing south towards stern. Diver placing sandbags mid-way between bow and stern on top of exposed port side ribs. Ribs located west of keel. Newly exposed timber on divers RHS. 





Photograph 4. Timbers are those shown in Photographs 1 and 2.  Close-up of square-shaped fixing hole in timber of hull (port side). Overlapping timber can be seen through hole. Damage to surface of timber probably caused by gribble (crustacean). Width of photograph approximately 80mm.





Photograph 5. Detail and location as Photograph 4.





Photograph 6. Camera pointing north towards bows. View of longitudinal timber lying west of keel. Timber lying on top of transverse ribs. Timber has many square-shaped fixing holes surrounded with grey coloured caulking. Width of photograph approximately 400mm.
