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Archaeological Evaluation of the area of a Proposed Forestry Scheme at Shurrery Estate, Reay Parish, Caithness
1.0 Introduction

The author was asked by IM Forestry to carry out an archaeological evaluation, consisting of a desk-based assessment and rapid walk-over survey, of the area of a proposed forestry scheme on the Shurrery Estate in the parish of Reay, Caithness. The object of the evaluation was to identify on the ground all previously recorded archaeological features, locate any associated minor features and other unrecorded sites, and to predict the likelihood of further archaeological sites or deposits being concealed under peat. 

There are a number of recorded archaeological sites within or adjacent to the area of this evaluation, including Scheduled Ancient Monuments, dating to various periods of prehistory and history. These sites are already considered to form an archaeological landscape of regional importance. There has, however, not previously been any systematic archaeological survey of the area and the likelihood of the existence of previously unrecorded sites was considered to be high

2.0 Site Description

The boundaries of the area of proposed planting had not yet been fixed at the time of this evaluation, so a slightly larger area than will eventually be enclosed and planted was investigated. This area was bounded to the east by the Forss water, to the south by the access road to Shurrery Lodge, to the west by a line approximately 150m west of the head dyke marked on the OS 1:25000 map, and to the north by the small, unnamed stream running to Torr a’ Mhuilinn.
Within this area, the ground slopes gently up from the river. The central section is more broken, with knolls surrounded by low, wet ground which has been extensively drained with open ditches. These ditches drain east to the river. The west boundary of the area is a ridge of higher, better drained ground, dropping away to wet peaty ground to the west. Apart from the Eilean Teine Eiginn, a natural island in the Forss water, the ground cover is low grasses and heather. The island is thickly wooded, a mixture of native and plantation species, suggesting probably 19th century plantings which have been left unmanaged.
A rough track crosses the area to provide access to the shepherd’s cottage at Torr a’ Bhathaich, which was occupied until recently. The southern section of this track in particular  appears to have been difficult to cross in wet conditions, and a number of alternative routes have been used, scarring the ground. A deer fence runs approximately 100m west of the river.
3.0 Methodology

3.1 Desk-Based Assessment
The following data sources were consulted during the desk-based assessment:

This was carried out on 9.11.04, in clear, dry and sunny weather conditions

4.0 Archaeological and Historical Background
4.1 Recorded Archaeological Sites
The following archaeological sites within the area of this evaluation are already recorded on the Highland Sites and Monuments Record:

4.2 Historical Background

Before the conversion of large tracts of hill ground to sheep farming, the high ground west of Shurrery provided shielings and summer grazing to the townships of Shurrery, Broubster and Shebster. But decades before the systematic clearance of small tenants, their access to the hill ground was gradually rendered impossible by the building of dykes. As early as 1805 George Innes introduced sheep farming to the farm of Isauld, enclosing land southwards until eventually Beinn nam Bad Mor, west of Shurrery was incorporated into the sheep farm. At this point a ditch and dyke separating the farmsteads of Shurrery from the hill would have been constructed.
At the beginning of the 19th century the scattered population of the Shurrery area was sufficiently large to merit the building of a church and manse. These were completed in 1838 at the expense of the landowner, William Innes of Sandside, but the following year Broubster, Shebster and Shurrery were all cleared to make way for sheep farming. Some tenants were settled in Broubster Square and at this or a later date some crofts were laid out on the east side of the Forss water, between Broubster Square and Loch Shurrery. Eight households are recorded at Shurrery in the 1881 census return, presumably tenants on these croft holdings. The Clearances left the west side of the river unpopulated apart from a shepherd’s cottage at Torr a’ Bhathaich, which was occupied until recently. Shurrery Lodge is described merely as a cottage on the 1st edition OS map and, together with the plantation surrounding it, probably date to the conversion of the estate from sheep farming to deer forest. In 1881 the cottage is occupied by what appears to be a local family, one Peter Elder with his father, two sisters and a servant.
A long distance road between Thurso and the Strath Halladale road ran past the north and west of Loch Shurrery and is recorded on maps from 1812 onwards. Long sections of this road can still be followed although it was never ‘lined out’ with parallel ditches. Interestingly, George Watson in his article ‘Roads and Tracks through Local History’ mentions the common connection in Caithness between fords over major rivers and mediaeval chapel sites. This pattern may be repeated in the siting of Creagan a’ Bheannaich, a former chapel and burial ground, adjacent to the probable crossing point on the Forss Water of this old road.

4.3 Evidence from Early Maps

Maps by Gordon and Blaeu, published in the 17th century but based on the 1580s survey of Timothy Pont, both indicate the township of Shureri, north of Loch Shurrery and on the west side of the Forss water, but Roy’s military survey of the 1750s names as Sourary a settlement SE of the loch, closer to the present Lambsdale. Roy does indicate two unnamed settlements west of the Forss Water, one of which is at the location of the present Lodge, the other at approximately the same location as the present Torr a’ Bhathaich. Two unnamed townships lie on the east bank of the river, and both sides are shown as under cultivation.
Early 19th century maps, for example Arrowsmith’s map of 1807 and Thomson’s map of 1822, show the road or track running from Thurso to the south of Strath Halladale, crossing the Forss Water just north of Loch Shurrery. Both of these maps also indicate the main settlement of Shurrery, or Achabain of Shurrery, on the east side of the river.

The 1st edition Ordnance Survey map of 1877 records an extensive settlement consisting of three roofed, one partially roofed and nineteen unroofed buildings, of which thirteen are long buildings, and seven enclosures. This map also names four individual farmsteads as Tigh-pheasgaig, Tota Mhurchais, Tigh an Fraoich and Innis a’ Mhuilinn

5.0 Gazeteer of Archaeological Sites

  1. Head Dyke from ND 0328 5744 to ND 0372 5640. A substantial, straight, turf and stone dyke, as recorded on the OS 1: 25000 Pathfinder map. However, it was noted that it does continue northwards although it was not followed beyond this survey area. This may be a boundary dyke constructed in the first decades of the 19th century, before the Clearances, to separate the encroaching sheep grazings from the township lands. (Photo no. 1)
  2. Dam, Sluice at ND 0335 5749. A dam on the small stream created by the placing of one sandstone slab across the flow, held in place by rubble, and a bent iron bar upright in the turf on the north bank, of unknown function. This small reservoir may be associated with the water supply for the shepherd’s cottage, or releasing water for sheep-related activity downstream. (Photo no. 2)
  3. Hut circle at ND 0335 5737. Indistinct, with a few small stones visible in a low grassy bank. External diameter 9m.
  4. Sheep Shelter at ND 0337 5732. Typical Caithness sheep shelter of curved-H type, of drystone construction. Part of the central wall rises only a few courses, with little surrounding rubble, and is either not completed or subsequently robbed. This is sited on dry grassy high ground, and it is likely that it utilizes stone from previous structures, particularly as there are hut circles to the north and SE. It lies within the head dyke (Site no. 1) and was probably constructed when the township was cleared in 1839. (Photo no.3)
  5. Hut Circle at ND 0345 5732. Faint grassy footings of a circle 6.5m in diameter.
  6. Field boundary from ND 0348 5731 to ND 0346 5728. A line of large stones, apparently placed, of which one is definitely set upright and, at the west end of this, a short section of probable turf dyke. This is most likely a field boundary or field clearance, and may be contemporary with the nearby hut circles, or with early modern structures removed in the construction of the sheep shelter.
  7. Hut Circle at ND 0351 5728 A faint bank defining the boundary between heather outside and grass within the circle, with only one stone visible within the bank. External diameter 9m
  8. Settlement, centred on ND 0334 5706. A settlement of eight possible hut circles and one possible burnt mound, occupying slight knolls on the ridge of well-drained ground. No evidence for field boundaries or field clearance cairns were noted, although these may be concealed by a thin peat cover
      a. ND 0339 5698 A section of curved grassy bank which may be the remains of a hut circle approximately 5.5m in diameter. Within this arc, a number of set stones may form a sub-square structure of later date. A second, attached arc of grassy bank to the east may be an extension to the hut circle. (Photo no. 4) Below the knoll to the SE by 7m is a setting of approximately seven stones forming a possible structure 2m across.
      b. ND 0332 5700 Within faint grassy banks forming a circle 5.5m in diameter are a number of set stones, including one massive stone set upright to form the west interior wall of this circle. The other stones appear to form a rectangular structure which may not be contemporary with the hut circle, or may be internal furniture and a hearth (Photo no. 5)
      c. ND 0332 5704 A typical hut circle of low grassy banks, measuring 6m in diameter with an entrance to the east (Photo no. 6)
      d. ND 0339 5704 A low grassy bank with some visible stones, with an entrance to the east and 9m in diameter. Attached to the south is what appears to be a second circle, 7m in diameter (Photo no. 7)
      e. ND 0334 5706 Low grassy banks with some visible stones (Photo no. 8)
      f. ND 0333 5707 An indistinct circle of 5m diameter containing some stones, including one orthostat set into the north part of the bank (Photo no. 9)
      g. ND 0343 5710 Oval structure measuring 6.5m on its NW-SE long axis, with an entrance to the SE.
      h. ND 0342 5706 Oval structure measuring 8m E-W by 5.5m N-S (Photo no. 10)
      i. Possible Burnt mound at ND 0346 5704 Adjacent to what appears to be a natural water course, an amorphous mound (Photo no. 11)
9. Turf Dykes, at ND 0332 5733, from ND 0340 5711 to ND 0387 5743 and from ND 0379 5640 to ND 0386 5720. These dykes, indistinct in sections, cross the wetter ground between the township to the east and the head dyke to the west. Two of them definitely terminate on the head dyke (site no. 1) While these divide the ground NE-SW, other short visible sections of turf dyke appear to run NW-SE and may be the only visible remnants of longer dykes. It is possible that these field divisions date to the period in the early 19th century when the hill land and shieling sites were no longer accessible to the tenantry at Shurrery, and livestock had to be managed within the head dyke all year round.
10. Incinerator at ND 0380 5640. Concrete and stone construction with a cast iron door to the fire box, standing on hill ground adjacent to the track outside the old dyke enclosing the Shurrery plantation, probably early 20th century and associated with the Lodge. (Photo no. 12)
11. Sheepfold at ND 0376 5748 Circular drystone sheep pen, with attached fank to the south. Part of the fank is drystone, part Caithness slab and part modern fencing. Only the circular pen is shown on the 1st edition OS map, although the drystone walls of the fank do appear to be keyed into the wall of the pen (Photo no. 13)
12. Shurrery, Depopulated settlement, centred on ND 040 576, SMR no. ND05NW0070. The 1st edition OS map shows in total 3 roofed, 1 partially roofed and 19 unroofed buildings, of which 13 were long buildings, with 7 associated enclosures. The following features of the settlement area located within the survey area, while the rest are located to the north

      a. Enclosure at ND 0374 5759 An enclosed area of land  on the slight ridge rising steeply to the east of the small water course. This enclosure is attached to the farmstead immediately to the north.
      b. Farmstead, Tigh an Fhraoich at ND 0380 5755 A group of four buildings, of which three are aligned approximately NE-SW and the fourth, a kiln barn is aligned NW-SE. The NW long building has substantial standing walling at its west end (Photo no. 14) but is indistinct to the east although it appears to run as far as the track. Set into its north wall, possibly a later addition, is a small addition which may have been a fireplace (Photo no. 15) The second long building is atypically not adjacent to the first, but set to the west. Immediately south of this are the indistinct grassy footings of a third building 9.5m in length
      c. Building at ND 0378 5740 One solitary building, not attached to any dykes and west of the line of the enclosing dyke, aligned NE-SW and measuring  19m in length (Photo no. 16)
      d. Farmstead, Innis a’ Mhuilinn at ND 0388 5738 Two parallel long buildings, with a kiln barn offset to the SW. The northern long building measures 30m in length, and has been recently used a dump. All the walls of these buildings stand a few courses of exposed stone high and are particularly distinct. (See Cover Photo)
      e. Enclosure, corn kiln (?) at ND 0402 5739 A roughly rectangular enclosure of low rubble and turf walling with, in its SE corner, a structure which has been defined as a corn kiln. This is questionable as each grouping of buildings has been seen to have its own corn kiln, either within a separate kiln barn or at a barn end of one of the long buildings. This may therefore be some type of storage structure (Photo no. 17)
      f. Farmstead at ND 0394 5738 Located on a slight rise, two parallel long buildings aligned roughly N-S. The main, west building is approximately 27m long with four internal stone partitions and a corn kiln at the south end. (Photo no. 18)The east building is 13.5m in length and contains a number of stone piles of unknown date or function. Rubble dykes run west from the buildings to the main turf dyke, forming a sub-square enclosure. Within this are a group of three small square grass-covered structures, 3m across, of unclear function (Photo no. 19)
      g. Enclosures at ND 0395 5707. Two roughly rectangular enclosures attached to the dyke. The west enclosure may be the footings of a building, but is probably too irregular in shape. Only the west enclosure is marked on the present 1:25000 map, and neither on the 1st edition OS map.
      h. Farmstead at ND 0406 5700. The least distinct of all the farmstead groups, the features obscured by coarse grasses, and the trackway now runs over the east end of the more southern of the long buildings. Two parallel long buildings, aligned approximately E-W and measuring 31m in length. A separate kiln barn to the west and indistinct square enclosure to the south. The 1st edition OS map suggests that the south long building was originally L-shaped, the extension running south from its west end, but this is now obscured by the trackway (Photo no. 20)
      i. Building at ND 0402 5691 Low, indistinct, heather-covered footings, on a slight rise, of a rectangular building measuring 4.5m by 3m and aligned NW-SE. This building is not recorded on the 1st edition OS map, and is not attached to any dykes although it is close to the southernmost end of the series of turf and rubble dykes connecting all the groups of buildings (Photo no. 21)
13. Mill, Lade at ND 0402 5754, SMR no. ND05NW0028. A small rectangular building close to the edge of the river (Photo no. 22). Identified as a mill by its location, the placename evidence, and the clear lade running to the building from the river at ND 0408 5740 (Photo no. 23)
14. Eilean Teine Eiginn, Hearth at ND 0410 5744, Cist at ND 0410 5743, SMR no. ND05NW0061, ND05NW0062. Translated as the island of the need fire, with associated local traditions. A site visit in 1937 located a hearth ‘at the north end of the island’, while George Watson reported a cist in 2000. The island is thickly wooded and overgrowth obscures almost all of the ground. A small structure was located at the north end of the island, at ND 0410 5745 (Photo no.24) which does not appear to correspond to the sketch of the hearth produced in 1937, or to the location for the cist and hearth as recorded on the SMR, but the island is unlikely to be affected by  the proposed forestry scheme.
15 Achnabeinn, Hut circle at ND 0402 5738, SMR no. ND05NW0050. No hut circle was found at this location. It is possible that the recorded grid reference is wrong, as Achnabeinn is more correctly on the east side of the Forss Water
16. Tulloch Gorm, Broch at ND 0418 5710, SMR no. ND05NW0012, Scheduled Ancient Monument. A spread and amorphous mound, corresponding to previous reports.
17. Area of Cultivation, centred on ND 0413 5690. Traces of former improved ground, not defined by dykes but possibly ditched. This could be associated with the broch and contemporary settlement, or date to the early modern period.
18. Track from ND 0381 5762 to ND 0408 5678. The access track to the shepherd’s cottage at Torr a’ Bhathaich, not bounded by ditching but eroded down to a subsoil surface. This track was used regularly until recently to provide landrover access to the cottage, and is still in use although several alternative routes have been taken to avoid soft patches. This track is likely to follow the route of the old road which passed through Shurrery from a ford on the river, this possibly located where there is at present a footbridge. No other possible route for the old road was noted
6.0 Archaeological Conclusions 
Prehistoric settlement appears to have favoured both the river edge and also the well-drained high ground west of the survey area. The two areas may not both have been settled at the same time; the presence of two brochs at the river side may indicate a move from the higher ground to be closer to the defensive structures. Although, within the survey area, no definitely prehistoric settlement features were noted along the river apart from the broch, a possible Neolithic cairn is located a short distance to the north (SMR no. ND05NW0049) and the cist noted on Eilean Teine Eiginn may have a prehistoric date. The spread nature of the broch mound suggests the possibility of domestic structures outwith the broch itself, and it is also likely that early buildings were robbed of stone for later ones, while some of the field boundaries may pre-date the early modern settlement.
The early modern settlement of Shurrery consisted, at the time of the Clearances, of a number of individual farmsteads spaced along the west edge of the arable ground. This is in contrast to Roy’s military survey which indicates three groupings of buildings, but Roy is known to have given indications of settlement rather than accurate plans. There may have been an earlier stage of settlement when the township was nucleated, but this is likely to have been located north of the survey area, at Torr a’ Bhathaich. 

The farmsteads, of which there were approximately eight overall, four within the survey area, typically consisted of two close parallel buildings, one slightly longer and therefore presumably the main living area, with either a separate kiln barn (sites 12b, d, h) or a corn kiln at a barn end of the longer building (site 12f) Each farmstead has a small attached enclosure and is attached to or associated with a series of irregular turf dykes which appear to define an original west boundary to the settlement and to form boundaries between the individual farmsteads. 
The turf dykes west of the settlement may be an early 19th century response to the loss of access to traditional shieling sites with the introduction of commercial sheep farming to the west creating a need for livestock management within the new township boundary.
7.0 Recommendations
At the time of this archaeological evaluation, the precise boundaries of the planting area had not yet been decided, and it is hoped that the recommendations given below will be considered before the boundaries are fixed
1. Shurrery settlement, general, sites 11,12, 18

The settlement of Shurrery is a surviving example of a pre-Clearance township which has not been overlaid by later crofting lots or other development. As most of Caithness escaped the Clearances on the scale of the rest of the north Highlands, this gives the site a rarity value, which is enhanced by the loss of similar sites to commercial forestry. The site should be considered to be of at least regional importance. It is recommended that it be maintained as a single unit of open ground within the present proposed plantings, this area being bounded to the east by the existing track (and incorporating the enclosure , site 12e) and to the west by the turf dyke which links the farmsteads but opening out to the north to include the individual building, site 12c and the sheepfold, site 11. The south boundary of this open ground should be approximately 20m south of the small building, site 12i.
2. Settlement, site 8

The prehistoric settlement, site 8, would be best protected by being excluded from the present planting scheme and it is recommended that the west boundary of the planting area run to the east of this site.
3. Sites 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 9, 10, 13

The above sites are likely to be entirely or partially within the planting area. They should all be protected from planting within exclusion zones or corridors as follows:
       Sites 1, 9: These features are turf dykes which should be protected within a corridor at least 5m in width

       Site 2, 10  These small features should be protected within a clear area 5m in diameter

       Site 3, 4, 5, 6, 7 These features should be grouped together as one site and protected within a clear area extending at least 20m from the visible edge of the outermost feature

       Site 13 The mill building and the lade should be protected within a clear area including both features, extending 20m in diameter around the mill and at least 5m across along the lade.
4. Tullach Gorm, site 16. 

This is a Scheduled Ancient Monument, and Scheduled Monument Consent will be required for any change in land use on or adjacent to the site. If the site is to be enclosed within the planting area, then Historic Scotland should be consulted, both for SMC and for a programme of ongoing management of the site within the scheme. At the very least, the site should be protected from planting within an exclusion zone extending at least 20m beyond the Scheduled Area. If the site is to be excluded from the scheme, then the boundary fence should not be erected closer than 20m from the edge of the Scheduled Area, and it will still be necessary to consult with Historic Scotland
5. Eilean Teine Eiginn, Site 14

This site is unlikely to be affected by the present planting scheme. However, if at any time there is any plan to clear the island of dead vegetation and replant, then it is recommended that an archaeologist be given the opportunity to investigate the island as it is being cleared and give recommendations for replanting to avoid damage to any archaeological features which have been revealed.

6. Track, site 18

There is a proposal that this track be upgraded to provide better access to the cottage at Torr a’ Bhathaich. While any upgrading is unlikely to reveal or damage any archaeology connected with the original road, this upgrading will provide an opportunity to shift the track away from the features of site 12h. A new route to the south and east is recommended.
